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What do you think of modern TV?

  Television dominates our life. It is impossible to imagine it without TV. It appeared much later than newspapers, magazines or radio and it opened a new era in the development of mass media. Television nowadays, its role and responsibility are being widely discussed. Some people suppose it has more advantages, others think it has more disadvantages. 

  Not everyone will agree with me, but I’m sure that TV is doing a lot of good and it’s one of the most valuable achievements. It provides great opportunities for education. There are programmes devoted to specialized subjects. With the help of TV it is possible to learn foreign languages, to know a lot of wonderful things concerning the world of flora and fauna. TV teaches the ideal of democracy and political arguments. Watching television can be compared with reading books.

  Some people are said to become TV addicts. But I can argue with you because you can be addicted to computers or mobile telephones as well. 4. Cartoon – is a film, especially a story for children that is made by photographing a series of drawings, so that they seem to move.
5. Sitcom – is an amusing programme in which there is a different story each week about the same group of people.
6. Breakfast show – is a programme in which is broadcast early in the morning, which includes news and tells you what time it is; there are also usually songs and jokes and conversations with famous people.
7. Soap opera – is a television story about a group of people and their lives , which is broadcast regularly for many years.
8. The news – is a programme that is broadcast several times each day, which tells you about all the important events that are happening in the world.
9. Wildlife programme – is a television programme about wild animals and plants.
10. Documentary – is a programme that gives you facts and information about a serious subject, such as history, science or social programme.

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Advertising on TV

  I don’t take advertising seriously. Sometimes I watch it but I suppose it shows life unrealistically. In adverts kids are always healthy, happy and well-off. That’s not true. All the women seem to be beautiful and slim, All the men seem to love their household chores. All the teenagers seem to have wonderful time at parties and school, And all of them seem to enjoy large family gatherings, But that’s not true at all. 

  More over, it puts pressure on consumers. I’d like to complain about the amount of toy advertising on telly. My little sister bothers my mum until she gets what she wants and sometimes mum buys toys we don’t need.

My father can’t stand commercial interruptions. It is time for him to smoke. But on the other hand, it’s hardly fair to say that we don’t need advertising. Sometimes they are creative fantasy and funny. People enjoy ads that show a beautiful or famous personality advertising a thing, a product or a service. It is worth buying, isn’t it?

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Television in Great Britain.

  Television is the most popular entertainment in British home life today. In London people have four TV channels: BBCI, BBCII, ITV – Independent Television (Channel III) and channel IV.

  The BBC is known for its objectivity in news reporting. The BBC is financed by payments which are made by all people who have TV-sets. People have to pay the licence fee. In 1932 the BBC World Service was set up with the licence to broadcast first to Empire and then to other parts of the world. There is no advertising on any BBC programme.

  ITV started in 1954 . Commercial Television gets its money from advertising. The programmes on this channel are financed by different companies, which do not have anything to do with the content of these programmes. ITV news programmes are not made by individual television companies. Independent Television News is owned by all of them. So it has protected from commercial influence.
  There are different types of programmes in Great Britain. BBC and ITV start early in the morning. One can watch news programmes, all kinds of chat shows, soap operas, different children’s programmes, dramas, comedies and different programmes of entertainment on this channels.
  News is broadcasted at regular intervals and there are panel discussions of current events. Broadcast for schools are produced on five days of the week during school hours. In the afternoon and early evening TV stations show special programmes for children.

  Operas, music concerts and shows are presented at various time. A large part of TV time is occupied by serials. Britain has two channels (BBC and Channel IV) for presenting programmes on serious topics, which are watched with great interest by a lot of people. These channels start working on early week days mornings. But they transmit mostly all kinds of education programmes. Weekend afternoons are devoted to sport. Sport events are usually broadcast in the evening. These are the main channels in Great Britain. Only about a fifth households receive satellite or cable TV.
