Recently, we have met with the representatives of the students of the high school TV studio in Washington and decided to organize a TV bridge between our studios and that’s why we are here today. Meet our guests. Hello Washington. Do you see and hear us? Welcome to our programme.

Ведущий 1.Now we are ready to start our programme And at first, we’d like you to learn some information about our town, our Motherland.

Petukhovo.

Petukhovo is my Motherland. It was founded at the end of the XYIII century and became a town in 1944. There is beautiful nature round the town. Not far from the town we have The Bear lake, which is famous for its water, that is similar to the water of the Dead Sea. There is a sanatorium where people from different places of Russia have a rest and treatment.

 Petukhovo is situated between two lakes Shustikovo and Yudino. The trans-Siberian Railroad divides our town into 2 parts: the Northern and the Southern. The main enterprise of our town is our plant. We have 3 comprehensive secondary schools, a technical collage, a school of drivers, a sport school. Also we have a school of arts. There is a museum. Here you can see a collection of ancient and historical things, which can tell you about the history of our place. In the central park we have the Memorial of the Great Patriotic War. On the railway station square there is the monument to Lenin, which is the first monument to Lenin in our Ural region. It was made by the workers of our plant. That’s why we are proud of it.

But the main pride of the town is our people. Among them there are the heroes of the Soviet Union and Russia, famous sportsmen, writers and poets, artists, scientists. Our people are very kind, sociable, hospitable and helpful. Welcome to us and you will meet good people and spend time wonderfully.

THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA.

The USA is situated in the central part of the North American continent. Its western coast is washed by the Pacific Ocean and its Eastern coast – by the Atlantic Ocean.

The area of the USA is over 9 million square kilometers.

The population of the USA is over 240 million people. Most of the people live in towns. There are people of different nationalities, that’s why this country is often called a “melting pot”.

The capital of the USA is Washington, in the District of Columbia (D.C.). Washington is a beautiful administrative city without much industry. It has many famous historical places and monuments: the Library of the Congress of the USA, the Washington Monument, the Abraham Lincoln Memorial, the Capitol (where the US Congress has a seat), the White House (which is the residence of the president) and others.  

 There are o lot of large cities in the USA. For example, New York, Boston, Chicago, Philadelphia, Detroit, San Francisco, Los Angeles and others.
    The USA is a federal republic consisting of 50 states, each of which has its own government. The present constitution was proclaimed in 1787 in Philadelphia. The president, elected for 4 years, is the head of the state and the government, he names the ministers. Congress consists of 2 houses, the house of Representatives and the Senate. . 

   Election day is always in November of a leap year, on the first Tuesday after the first Monday. In the USA there are 2 main political parties: the Democratic Party and the Republican Party. The Democratic Party is the oldest of the 2, its history began in the 1820s. The Republican Party was organized in the 1850-s.

   Last year the new president of the USA Barac Obama was elected. He is the first president in the history of the USA, who is the representative of the Afro-Americans.
Ведущий 2. Thank you very much for your information, miss Ann. I think, it was very interesting to listen to. But now let me introduce miss Nataly Smith. She has come to us to tell you about the system of education in the USA.
The system of education in the USA.

Education in the USA is compulsory for children from 6-16-18, depending on the state.

The system of education in different states has its peculiarities. Each state makes its own laws for the education system of this area. The Committee that takes control of a school system is called the Board of Education.

There are 2 kinds of schools in the USA: public schools and private schools.

One shouldn’t confuse American public schools with British public schools. In Great Britain private schools are traditionally called public. They are not financed by the Government and education in them is not free. In America the money for public schools is given by each state, so the education in this schools is free.

The system of private schools is very popular in the USA. The cost of education in these schools varies but not each family can afford it.

Pre-schooling is optimal. There is a network of nursery schools and day-care centers where children are looked after while their parents are at work.

The school system has two levels: elementary (primary) and secondary (high).
A class of pupils is called a grade in the USA.

Elementary schools give basic knowledge. Pupils are taught to count, read and write, to draw, sing and dance. In some schools foreign languages are not in schedule.

Secondary schools are usually named high schools and their students are usually called students. Marks given to students for their work are called grades. Pupils get A, B, C, D. A is for excellent, and D – for poor work.

Students study a wide range of subjects, which cover natural sciences and humanities.

In some schools students can choose among woodwork, metalwork, sewing, typing, shorthand and other. They can join various school bands, chorus, sport clubs and so on.

After high school young people either start working or enter colleges and Universities. The cherished desire of any U.s. leaver is to enter Harward University (situated near Boston) the most prestigious educational establishment in the USA.

And now we want you to pay attention on the screen because we are going to tell you  about the life of the students of the 10th form of our school. Ведущий 2.Yes, now we see that life in your school is very exciting. And what about sport? As you know Americans are sport lovers, so they learn sports as a part of their education. They learn two or more ball games such as football or basketball, baseball or rugby. And in our studio we have one more guest. This is Tom Buttler. He is going to tell us about sports in American schools. Let’s listen to him.

Ведущий 2.Oh, it was very interesting to listen to you Thank you for your story, Tom. Young people differ in their interests. For example subcultures help them to express their individuality. They have an opportunity to join different organizations and youth movements. And now we are going to show you the film about one of the subcultures which are widely spread both in the USA and in Russia. It is EMO. Let’s listen to Kate.
