People  in  England  used  to  grow  many 
            kinds  of  trees  in  pots  for  indoor  decoration  at  Christmas.

-P1   Christmas  tree  came  to  us  from  Germany. The  idea  of  bringing  the  fir-tree  indoors  at 
        Christmas  is  said  to  have  come  from  Martin  Luther,  a  German  religious  reformer,  who
         lived  in  the  16th  century.  The  trees  were  decorated  with  paper,  metal foil,  and  lights. 
         About  in 1835  the  first  Christmas  tree  was  decorated. A  few  years  later  in  England  Queen 
        Victoria  decorated  a  tree  at  Windsor  Castle

They   also  buy   presents .People  buy  and  decorate  Christmas  trees.  At  night  Father  Christmas  puts  presents  into  the  stockings hanging  on  the  beds. The  traditional Christmas  meal  is  roast  turkey  and  Christmas  pudding.
