Categories: churches, squares, parks, palaces, museums and galleries, secret (слайд 22)
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Churches

· It is one of the English churches. It is not far from the Tower of London. The famous English architect Sir Christopher Wren built it in the 7th century. (St. Paul’s Cathedral) 5 points

· It is a beautiful Gothic building. It was a monastery and a Norman church for a long time. It was built in the 11th century and is famous for the Poet’s Corner. Many English kings and queens were crowned there (Westminster Abbey) 10 points (слайды 23-24)
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Squares

· It is in the center of London. Some people say it’s the most beautiful place in London. In the middle of the square stands a tall column to Admiral Nelson (Trafalgar Square) 5 points

· It is called a circus because it’s round. There are many famous restaurants, cafes, theatres and cinemas. It’s very bright and colorful at night. (Piccadilly Circus) 10 points (слайды25-26)
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Parks

· It is a royal park since 1536 It’s one of the most popular places of Londoners on hot summer days. It’s famous for its Speaker’s Corner. (Hyde Park) 5 points
· Probably, it’d the most beautiful of all London’s parks. Once it was a hunting place for Henry VIII. Now it is famous for its botanical garden and zoo. (слайды 31-32)
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Palaces
· It is the official home of the English Queen. It was built in 1703. There are 600 rooms in the palace. It is like a small town with a police station, a hospital, a bar, a cinema, two sport clubs and a swimming-pool
· It is the seat of British Parliament. It was designed in Gothic style and built between 1840 and 1860. It is a long grey building with towers (Westminster Palace) 10 points (слайды 27-28)
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Museums and galleries

· It’s one of the best picture galleries in the world. It is situated on the north side of Trafalgar Square and contains canvases of outstanding painters (the National Gallery) 5 points

· It is not far from the National Gallery and is famous for its great library. It was founded in 1753. It has one of the world’s best collections of art and archaeological treasures (British Museum) (слайды 29-30)
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Secret

· It’s a big clock in one of the towers. You can hear the sound of it every hour in London. They got their name after Sir Benjamin Hall. (Big Ben) 5 points

· William the Conqueror built it in the 11th century. It was used as a fortress, a state prison and an old castle. Many English kings and queens were imprisoned and beheaded there. Now it is a museum. (the Tower of London) 10points (слайды 33-34)

The City

The heart of London is the City. It’s the oldest part of London. There are many banks and offices there. You can visit some interesting places in the City. One of them is the Tower of London. It was a fortress, a prison and now it is a museum. William the Conqueror built it in the 11th century. One of the greatest English churches is 
 St. Paul’s Cathedral. It’s not far from the Tower of London. The famous English architect built it in the 7th century. It is a beautiful building with many columns and rowers. The center of London is Trafalgar Square. In the middle of it stands a monument to Admiral Nelson. There are two beautiful fountains in the square. They are in front of the National Gallery and the British Museum.
Westminster

The political center of London is Westminster. There are a lot of offices in Whitehall: Home Office, War Office, Admiralty and Treasury. If you go down Whitehall from Trafalgar Square, you will see a small street where the British prime Minister lives at Number 10 Downing Street. On the left side of the Parliament square you can see a long grey building with towers, which are the Hoses of Parliament. The large clock is Big Ben. The bridge behind the Houses of Parliament is Westminster Bridge. On the other side of the square is Westminster Abbey. It is more than 9 hundred years old. Many English kings and queens were crowned there. Westminster Abbey is famous for its Poet’s Corner where great writers, poets, statesmen are buried. The Queen of England lives in Buckingham Palace. It is a wonderful building with a monument in front of it, which is the Queen Victoria Memorial.

Взрослые весят чулки над кроватями и кладут в них подарки для детей. Переел праздником готовят пудинг и загадывают желание. Когда пудинг готов, в него опускают монеты и серебряные амулеты. (Christmas) (слайд 36)
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· В этот день тысячи людей едут в маленькую деревню на границе Англии и Шотландии, чтобы пожениться. Она называется Гретна Грин. Юноши и девушки, жены и мужья, друзья и соседи признаются друг другу в любви, посылают открытки, шоколад и цветы. (St.Valentine Day) (слайд 37)
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· Этот праздник отмечают как начало весны и религиозного фестиваля. Традиционные подарки имеют форму яйца, которые обычно сделаны из шоколада. Иногда их прячут и дети их ищут. (Easter Day) (слайд 38)
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· Эта церемония происходит около Букингемского дворца каждый день в 11.30 (Changing of Guard) (слайд 39)
